This appointee becomes very important to us as we work collaboratively to support our
parents and their successes.

Lastly, we have a Powerpoint presentation in our office that gives an overview of the
election process, some roles and responsibilities and additional useful information.

A campaign speech and/or endorsement will be given at the date and time of elections. ONLY during the date and time of elections are you allowed to
communicate your background, experience, and intentions, etc. as a potential officer of the NMSHSA.

Your campaign and behavior should be positive, including speaking positively of yourself and others.

Your campaign and behavior should be respectful of other parents and potential candidates, including others’ right to vote and their candidate decision(s).

Unallowable Campaigning practices:

It is NOT allowable to inform the NMSHSA Parent Affiliate voting members of your intention to run for office at any time before the day of the elections.
Please keep your intention to run for office confidential and anonymous until the date and time of elections.

Your campaign and behavior should NOT be aggressive or negative, including bullying, harassment, negative or false comments about other voting
members or candidates.

Your campaign and behavior should NOT include persuasion or pressure such as asking or convincing voting members to vote for you. Nor should other
fellow voting members persuade or pressure others for their vote on your behalf through phone calls, conversations, etc.

Distribution of printed material(s) for campaigning is not allowed, including posters, flyers, letters, etc.

Use of social media material(s) for campaigning is not allowed, including but not limited to e-mail, facebook, myspace, twitter, texting, instant messaging,

flickr, youtube, etc.

Monitoring, Reporting, Consequences, and Enforcement of Unallowable Campaigning practices:
